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Glossary

Release The release button is the button with which you take the photo.
button
Subject The subject is what you want to photograph (object, people,
animal ... ).
Contrast The contrast is the difference between the brightness of bright
and dark parts.
Zoom The subject can be brought closer or further away by ‘zooming’
(e.g. with the little wheel around the release button)
Focusing By focusing you set the camera to the distance between you and
the subject, so that the subject is sharp (or ‘in focus’).
Be careful: some cameras have the settings ‘automatic’ and
‘manual’; for these tips use ‘automatic’.
